Visit classic places full of
history. like the fralian Villuge (71 W. Monroe
St., 332-7005). and the Como Inn (546 N. Mil-
waukee Ave.. 421-5222). Or sample avant-
garde Italian cooking at Mezzanotte (334 W.
Chicago Ave.. 943-3090) and Mare (400 N.
Clark St.. 245-9933).

The top steak may well be at Gibsons, (1028
N. Rush St.. 266-8999). these days. But Mor-
ton’s (1050 N. State Pkwy.. 266-4820), Eli’s
(215 E. Chicago Ave., 642-1393) and Gene &
Georgerri (500 N. Franklin St., 527-3718) also
draw the crowds. For dining with a view, visit
the newly revamped Signature Room on the
95th floor of the John Hancock Center. 875 N.
Michigan Ave. (787-9596). Watch the clouds
and snowflakes drift by as you admire the
grand buildings of our city.
